The Bible provides us with the assurance that 
we can be right with God and be with Him 

forever. Consider Jesus’ words to a religious 
man: “Except a man be born again, he cannot 
see the kingdom of God” (John 3:3).

The Damage Done by Sin—We are all 
sinners because we have broken God’s Law 
(James 2:10; 1 John 3:4). Our sins have 
separated us from God, placing us under His 
righteous wrath and the penalty of sin, which 
is eternal death and damnation.

The Helplessness of Man—No amount of 
good works (baptism, communion, etc.) could 
ever atone for our sin. We are saved only by 
God’s grace, through faith in His Son, Jesus 
Christ, who alone is “the Way, the Truth, and 
the Life” (John 14:6).

The Good News from God—Christ died for 
our sins, was buried, and rose again! It is faith 
in the finished work of Jesus that is the only 
basis for our soul’s salvation (John 1:12).

The Scripture says, “Now is the day of 
salvation” (2 Corinthians 6:2). You are urged 
to repent of your sin and false trust, turn to 
Jesus Christ and place your faith in Him today.
